Tangerum is a large self-contained house, 
accommodating up to 10 people, set on 8 acres     
of private land just outside Mansfield. 
 
With beautiful views from its wide wrap-around 
verandah, the property offers a charming 
atmosphere and all you need for family or group 
accommodation.
